Letters written, Councillors lobbied, Agenda shows
we are Item No. 4;rules of the meeting are: 3 minutes
by the Council Officer, 3 minutes for the person
speaking against the proposal, 3 minutes for the
person speaking in favour. Sorted! Meeting starts at
5.30pm, we should be out of there within 36 minutes.
Great. WRONG!

Wednesday,6th August 2003, one of the hottest days
of the summer, early evening and the temperature
surely still in the 80s (for younger readers,
somewhereinthe upper 20s). Astiflingly hot Council
Chamber, packed public gallery and only two of the
fourfloor-to-ceiling sash windows open.

So it began - an application for an extension to a
building in Englishcombe Lane; 6.30pm and another
application (which escapes me); 7.15pm - another
application (know not what, eyes glazing,
dehydration setting in). Next application should be
Bath Rugby's extension to the East Stand - No. St
Martin's Hospital has a large lobby group of over 60s,
passing out in the heat and nearing their bedtime,
who wish to protest against the Council's application
for outline planning permission to redevelop the site
for low-cost housing. This item is moved up the
Agenda, ahead of Bath Rugby. There follows a long
altercation, the Council has no developer, so why
debateitnow?

Finally,Bath Rugby's application - the spokesman for
the protagonists speaks first, with a 13-point address
astowhy the application for the extension to the East
Stand, in line with Zurich Premiership rules, is illegal.
Interalia (actual wordingin italics) -

The application was flawed, illegal, dangerous (by
way of "life-threatening vehicle offences over commor
land and public footpattiy commercial exploitation;
ignoring statutory obligations. The Council Officer's
report is inadequate, seriously flawed and
misleading. No proper access and egress; further
unacceptable increases in deprivation of
environmental amenity, pollutionpise and nuisance;
an unlawful abomination and blight on the City Centre
as an important World Heritage site - consciou
discrimination’

This Council seems especially devious and lacking in
credibilitydue to its multiplicity of seriously conflicting
and vested interests, as well as its enormously clc
association and relationship with the ApplicgBath
Rugby).
