Joy of joys, Bath back in the 
Heineken Cup, at last!  Well 
actually, not quite so joyous as 
we may have wished, with no 
quarter-final place this time 
around.  Here are some thoughts 
from the away trips in this 
season's Pool 2 - Leinster in 
Dublin, Treviso in Italy and 
Bourgoin in France, following the 
first weekend's results when 
Bourgoin proved a handful for 
Bath at home, and Leinster won 
(not as comfortably as the 
scoreboard suggests) in Treviso.

The trip to Dublin was a big 'ask' 
aga ins t  Le ins ter ,  w i th  a  
preponderance of Irish-capped 
players throughout their well-
rested squad.  However, if you 
like Guinness and don't smoke, it 
was a brilliant weekend for the 
thousand or so Bath supporters 
who followed the team, despite 
the result at Lansdowne Road, 
and the shock of hearing that 
Bourgoin had lost 27-0 at home 
to Treviso.  Bath played pretty 
well for about an hour, before 
being turned over in the last 
quarter, and Leinster's defence 
was what really won them the 
game.

Dublin is a beautiful city with 
loads of bars and restaurants - 
and the shopping wasn't bad 
either!  Lansdowne Road was a 
bit of a surprise, with a railway 
line to be crossed to get into the 
stadium, which caused a huge 
bottleneck when the barriers 
were down.  Whatever is it like for 
an International?  Also, be 
warned - no drinks can be taken 
into the stand.  Glugging back a 
cold pint on a cold early evening 
before fighting for decent 
unreserved seats was no great 
joy - hooray for the hip flask!

On to Treviso, another beautiful 
place, which possibly gets 
overlooked in view of its 
proximity to Venice.  It has 
wonderful cobbled streets and 
waterways and a wealth of shops 
(pan ic  on fo r  Chr is tmas 
shopping).  The centre of the 
town on the Saturday morning 
was like Bath on a home match 
day, with all the blue, black and 
white.  We stayed in an 80-room 
hotel and Bath supporters must 
have taken up 79 of those.

The weather at the beginning of 
December was cold but kind; 

regrettably Bath's display was 
p re t t y  awfu l  ( shades  o f  
Montferrand), but the view from 
the stand was gorgeous - snow-
capped mountains under clear 
and bright blue skies.  Have to 
admit that looking at the view 
was better than watching what 
was going on on the pitch.  Even 
though we could - and really 
should have won the match with 
a late 'disallowed' try - the 
Italians deserved their victory I 
suppose because we were so far 
below par.  A cold wet day in 
Venice the following day did little 
to lift the spirits but at least we 
had been there before, so knew 
what it could be like (and we had 
been happier then, as we had 
spent two days there during our 
trip to Padova!).

Bourgoin away proved to be a 
'dead rubber' after the last-
minute unlucky home loss to 
Leinster, but the trip was 
enjoyable and even the result 
went in our favour this time.  
Euro Star and TGV trains to Lyon 
made the journey relatively 
simple and the match at 
Bourgoin was well won.  With the 
horrendous injury list and issue 
of non-registered players for the 
Heineken pool stage, we had a 
flanker on one wing and a young 
reserve scrum-half on the other, 
with Brendon at full-back, and so 
did really well to come away with 
a 23-17 win.  There's always next 
season - but the passport is back 
in the drawer for now!
